Agus ann an 2001 thàinig mi air ais dha na Hearadh. Agus bha mi a’ teagasg, um, an toiseach ann an Leòdhas, anns na bun-sgoiltean agus aon àrd-sgoil, a’ dèanamh ealan, um, a’ dol timcheall na sgoiltean. I am Margarita Williams, and I was born in Harris, in Quidinish. I left when I was five, and when I finished school I went to Glasgow School of Art. And I did Art. And after that I was teaching art in schools, and I had a family too, and I raised the family also, and I was always teaching part-time. And in 2001 I came back to Harris. And I was teaching, at first in Lewis, in the primary schools and one secondary school, doing art, going round the schools. And I was full-time to begin with, but I went part-time and I opened this gallery four years ago, and it was part-time. Now it is full-time.
And I am working busily. I show my work in places in Lewis, like the art centre, and Taigh Chearsabhagh in Uist, and in Seallam! also. And there is a small room, there isn’t a big room, but it is very good for showing pictures. And that’s good for tourists who come to the island. They see my cards, and the prints, and they come to my gallery, and that’s good.

And the exhibition they put in the exhibition area about St Kilda, or about the history of the people – that attracts a lot of people. It’s important that I know I have roots in this place. And that gives depth to my work. And it shows, I feel anyway, in the work I do – that I have roots in this place.

Well, I hope that I will have an exhibition in August about St Kilda since I went to St Kilda this summer, and it was very interesting, and I’m working on drawings, and I hope I will have a small exhibition in Seallam! this August.
